Local buses can accommodate 2 bicycles up to 61” long. Bicycle Pulse buses stop at all platforms, so there is no need to signal the
racks on Pulse buses are larger and can accommodate 3 bicycles operator. Station names are announced on board as you approach
up to 80" long. each stop. When exiting median stations, cross the street only at

designated crosswalks.
*  Wait for the bus to come to a complete stop before installing
your bicycle.
